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Cultural and language sessions
The major aim of this component
of the program is cultural immer-
sion. You will experience special
lectures on the history and culture
of the region, language sessions,
and museum tours. Particpants will
explore national cuisine, visit Na-

Team project
To establish dialogue that is more
concrete, allow creativity and
further promote the AUA themes,
the program will include a small-
scale team project. Students will
work under supervision of a faculty
member to design projects and cas-
es. Teams will share their findings
in IT and Public Health in a crea-
tive way.

Field trips
You will travel to explore the
southern part of Kazakhstan. The
two-day field trip to Shymkent and
Turkestan will be a fully immersive
experience of local culture show-
ing you the diversity of landscapes
and exposing to the history of the
ancient Silk Road.
